	Understands and keeps focus where it belongs both on and off stage.

	Uses focus and clear choices to create bold realities and stays in that reality completely till the end of the scene.
	Always ready for all activities and accumulates knowledge and skills from every day to use in the next day.

	B work
	Shows understanding of focus, but can’t always keep it under control
	Makes many choices, but not every time, or makes too many muddy or hard to offer choices.  Does not always recognize or accept other’s offers
	Creates some bold realities, but also drifts in scenes and can’t find details.  Occasionally breaks character or ends scenes prematurely.
	Ready for most activities, but can need reminders to control focus, make choices, commit, etc.

	C work (You’ll have to work hard, but you can get less than a C)
	Often confused about nature of focus, and lacks the control to keep focus where it belongs.
	Makes too many muddy, boring, and even non-choices.  Often ignores other’s offers
	Struggles to create anything more than what is given.  Cannot stay in a scene for long.
	Often taken by surprise and too often fails to bring any past work into new work.
